








A gateway and WiFi access point are used to throttle each
individual user’s throughput and provide access throughout
the length of the train, respectively. Repeaters are required
because the WiFi signal is weak toward the back of the train.
Figures 3 and 4 illustrate the interior installation of the
HX150, the RaySat antenna controller, and the WiFi access
point.

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The QoS is set to 1.5 Mbps downstream (to the train)

and 380 Kbps upstream (to the Internet). Throughout the
train’s movement, the connectivity is continuous and train
passengers are provided with continuous broadband coverage
throughout the train’s travels.
